RVMS to Enjoy Tech-Rich
Experience

Students at Reno Valley Middle School will soon enjoy a "tech-rich"
experience in their mathematic classrooms. The students and their partners
from Larned Middle School will benefit from a Kansas State Department of
Education Tech-Rich Classroom grant.  Nickerson-South Hutchinson USD
309 and Fort Larned USD 495 will share $175,000 during the 2010-11 school
year and $20,000 in 2011-12. 

RVMS was one of eight Kansas middle schools awarded the grant at the
2010 March State Board of Education meeting. Funds will equip four class-
rooms and train four teachers with use of the technology along with effective
classroom strategies in the two districts. USD 309 will equip the mathemat-
ic classrooms of Eden Barr and Trissa McCabe with technology and provide
seventh-and eighth-grade students access to the additional equipment. 

These classrooms will feature equipment such as laptop computers,
interactive white boards, LCD projectors, digital cameras with video capabil-
ity, student-response systems, document cameras, remote keyboards and sci-
entific calculators. 

Students will use the digital cameras and camcorders to record and dis-
play their math projects. Each teacher will learn new methods of teaching
mathematics through technology with a minimum of 10 workshop days tar-
geted for professional development. 

As the stakes for making AYP increase each year, incorporating tech-
nology into the routine classroom is designed to expand and create more con-
nections with math in a student's life.  The technology-rich classrooms will
be designed to take learning outside the walls of the classroom and into the
community.

She's worked in Kiowa

Math, Technology 
Merge at NHS 

Thanks to a mix of math skills and media technolo-
gy, Nickerson High math students enjoy a state-of-the-art
learning environment.

Innovative NHS Math teachers Jennifer Beaird and
Paul Gion have their daily lessons available on podcasts
coordinated by Tammy Channell, NHS media specialist. 

Beaird tinkered with taping lessons using
Smartboard technology several years ago, But the transi-
tion to make it easy for students to access the lessons was-
n't readily available.

Channell was familiar with podcasts and was able to
integrate the lessons through iTunes. She has made multi-
ple lessons available through a free iTunes account.

"Paul and Jennifer have been really good to work
with," Channell said.  

Beaird said the technology allows students to review
lessons, especially if they don't quite understand a concept.
It also allows parents to better understand what their stu-
dent is learning."

"I encourage and remind them all the time that the
podcasts are available," she said. "It's the next best thing to
being in class. The discussion that goes with the lesson is
where the learning often occurs. I am very excited because
we give lots of opportunities to our students - I hope they
realize how lucky they are."

Gion said the lessons are beneficial if the students
miss class or have to leave early because of another school
commitment.

"If they just want to see or hear all or just part of the
lesson they can," Gion said. "It gives the students a oppor-
tunity to experience the lesson more than one time.  The
students have made several positive comments."

Channell's process takes about one hour, but she can
do other jobs at the same time. Technology director Aaron
Bell showed Channell how to upload larger files to the
Internet, a key to making a smooth transition. She uses
iMovie to compress the file. She uploads it to an on-line
podcast server site that sends an RSS feed to iTunes.  

Channell expects the process to be simplified since
the compressed versions of the lessons can be uploaded in
the future to the on-line podcast server.

The lessons have been retrieved more than 1061
times, including by interested parties from Texas and the
east coast.

The NHS math podcasts are available on iTunes,
simply search for Channell under podcasts.  When you see
Channell podcasts click subscribe.  The service is a free
download.  Lessons will come to your iTunes when the
new one is released.

K.A.R. 28-1-20 defines immunizations required for any individual who attends school or early child-
hood programs operated by a school.

Diphtheria, Tetanus, Pertussis (DTaP): five doses required. Four doses acceptable if dose 4 given on
or after the 4th birthday. Boosterdose of Tdap required at 7th grade if more than 2 years since previ-
ous dose of Td. 

Poliomyelitis (IPV/OPV): four doses required. Three doses acceptable if dose 3 given on or after the
4th birthday. 

Measles, Mumps, Rubella:two doses required. 

Hepatitis B: thr ee doses required through grade 10. 

Varicella (chickenpox): TWO doses required for Kindergar ten and grade 1; one dose required grades 2-10 unless history
of varicella disease documented by a licensed physician. Two doses are currently recommendedby the ACIP for all ages. 

Haemophilus influenzae type b (Hib):three doses requiredfor children less than 5 yrs of age in early childhood programs. Total
doses needed dependent on the type of vaccine and the age of the child when doses given. 

Pneumococcal conjugate (PCV7):four doses required for children less than 5 yrs of age in early childhood programs. Total
doses needed dependent on the age of the child when doses given. 

Hepatitis A: two doses required for children less than 5 yrs of age in early childhood programs. 

Detailed school immunization requirements by age group are listed on the 2-1-10 version of the Kansas Certificate of
Immunization (KCI). http://www.kdheks.gov/immunize/download/KCI_Form.pdf

In addition to the immunizations required for school entry listed above, the 2010 ACIP recommendations also include the follow-
ing for school children: 

Meningococcal (MCV4):one dose recommendedat 11 years of age; not required for school entry. 
Human Papillomavirus (HPV):three doses recommendedfor females and males at 11 years of age and provisionally recommend-

ed for males at 11 years of age; not required for school entry. 
Influenza: yearly vaccination recommendedfor all ages > 6 months of age; not required for school entry.
